FORMATIVE

SUMMATIVE

INFORMAL

Formative:

Ongoing collection analysis & reporting of information about student performance for purposes of instruction and learning.

Summative:

The final collection analysis re: student achievement at the end of a given time frame.

Informal:

Appraisal of student performance through unstructured observation:

Characterized as frequent, ongoing, continuous, and involving simple but important techniques such as verbal checks for understanding, teacher-created assessments and other non-standardized procedures. This type of assessment provides teachers with immediate feedback!
